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Saint Hubert School Athletic Eligibility Policy
2009-2010
Students involved in athletic activities represent our school and its philosophy.  Participation in athletics is a privilege with responsibilities.  While athletics are open to all students, participation can be prohibited in certain circumstances.

Students with academic problems need to spend more time on their schoolwork. Therefore, school-sponsored athletic activities should be limited or delayed until work is given to studies.  Each participant must carry a combined grade point average of at least 73%.  If there are special learning problems involved, they will be reviewed on an individual basis.

PROBATION: A letter listing the problem areas will be sent to the parents notifying them that their child will be on probation for a two week period.  This notice should be signed by the parents and returned to administration.  The student will be allowed to practice and play during this two week period.  The athletic director and the coach will receive a notice that informs them of the status of the student.

SUSPENSION: Suspension will occur following the probation period if significant improvement is not detected.  A letter will be sent to the parents notifying them of the suspension.  Parents are to sign the letter and return it to administration.  The athletic director and coach will be sent notification of the suspension.  The suspension will be in effect for one week.  During this time the student will be allowed to practice but is NOT allowed to participate in the games.  Following the suspension, if grades/effort improves the student will remain on probation for a period of two weeks to determine the restoration of full eligibility.
FINAL SUSPENSION: A review of suspension will take place at the end of the two week period.  If significant improvement in grades/effort has not taken place, the student will be permanently suspended from the sport.

A student may receive a suspension from the athletic program for disciplinary reasons.  The suspension must have the approval of the administration.
Certain behaviors may lead directly to suspension.

The administration may make exceptions to the above rules.
